The minimum number of tables organizers need to provide is 12, but 16 tables is a strong
recommendation by ETTU.

The Draw for the Final Stage for singles must be a public draw.

9.1.4. Draws for doubles events:
Seeding List : According to Individual points of players from U15 nad U13 ETTU ranking
Doubles from same association must be drawn as far as possible.

If double consists of players from two associations: that pair must be drawn as far as possible from
doubles of both associations

The Draw for the Doubles Events must be a public draw.
In the Tournament Prospectus will be announced which Ranking List will be used for that specific
event.

10. ETTU RANKING FOR U-13 and U15

The ETTU ranking for U15 and U13 will be available in 2023 as an experimental ranking system.
The seeding for European Youth Series events will be according to Europan U13 and U15 ranking

The ETTU ranking system for U13 and U15 will be introduced no later than 15th of December 2022.
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
